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‘Count Me Out’ – New Book by Irish Filmmaker Bob Quinn

Edited by Toner Quinn, Count Me Out spans seven decades of Bob Quinn’s influential work and thinking. It explores his filmmaking during the Gaeltacht civil rights movement of the 1970s, including the first Irish-language feature film Poitín; the groundbreaking Atlantean series linking Ireland to North Africa; his role in the activism that led to TG4; and his critiques of RTÉ and the societal impact of television advertising. The book also includes extracts from an unpublished memoir.

Count Me Out: Selected Writings of Filmmaker Bob Quinn, a landmark collection of essays and articles by the renowned Irish filmmaker, photographer and writer, will be published in hardback in February 2025 and is now available for pre-order.
