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Galway to Host 2027 WAMSB World Championships

Galway City Council is proud to announce that Galway has been selected as the host city for the 2027 World Association of Marching Show Bands (WAMSB) World Championships, a global event that will bring thousands of musicians and performers to the city from the 13 to 15 August 2027. Across this large-scale, 3-day event, Galway City will welcome marching bands, drum corps, concert bands, and music ensembles and their families from around the globe.
A regional qualifier in 2026 will preview the event ahead of the main competition.

Mayor of Galway City, Peter Keane, said:
"It is a great honour for Galway City to host the 2027 WAMSB World Championships. This event will celebrate the best of international music and culture, bringing our community together and welcoming thousands of visitors to experience the unique hospitality of our city.'’

The hosting bid was a collaborative effort between Galway City Council, IMBA, Celtic Horizon Tours, and University of Galway.
